SPELEOLOGICAL CAMP TAJAN 2011 


All media are invited to attend the submitting of a report about the results gained during the research in Speleological camp Tajan 2011 at Saturday, June 25, 2011, in Nature Park Tajan on the site Tajasnica at 11.00 a.m.


In frame of the project "TAJAN – Tourism, Adventure, Joy, Attractions, Nature" it was planned to be organized series of promotional events that will contribute to high visibility and popularization of the Nature Park Tajan.


One of them is nine - day’s speleological camp "TAJAN 2011", which will be organized in period 17 – 26 June, 2011 in the Nature Park Tajan.


The organizer of the camp is the TAJAN Project partner - Sport, scientific and research club "ATOM" from Zavidovici.


Beside weekend researches organized during last 30 years, "ATOM" has organized nine – day’s speleological camps in 2005 and 2008 in the Nature Park Tajan which provided important scientific and promotional results for this area. In the Nature Park Tajan, till this moment 80 caves and 4 stone bridges have been found. Most of these objects were fragmentary explored. 


The main goal of the camp this year is to continue exploring of the earlier found objects and to find new ones, especially these ones that could be interesting for tourism valorization. 


Also, by increasing of the number of registered speleological objects, Tajan could be the area with the greatest number speleological objects in Bosnia and Herzegovina considering its geographical area, which would add new promotional dimension to the Nature Park Tajan. 


Until this moment, new game species (cyphonethes tajanus) was found, and it was only found in the Nature Park Tajan. This year’s research could contribute to one or more new discoveries in Tajan. 


One of the goals of the speleological camp is also to educate young speleologists, which will have a lot to do exploring new discoveries in Tajan and Bosnia and Herzegovina. 


The basic idea of the project "TAJAN – Tourism, Adventure, Joy, Attractions, Nature" is to offer the Nature Park Tajan as tourist product in the market combining three main sets of activities: development of the tourist infrastructure and, coordination and development of human resources and marketing and promotion. 


The overall amount of the project is 468 000 EUR, out of which the European Union provides 350 000 via its Instruments of Pre-accessing IPA funds.
